All applicants must be at least 18 years of age on July 15, 2006.

The first step in the application process is for you to complete and submit an application along

with copies of the requested supporting materials to the Gay Games VII Scholarship Program. The deadline for
submission is January 1, 2006; applications received after 1 January will be considered if scholarships are still
available. It is important that your application be accurate and complete. If any part of the application contains
inaccurate information or if false information or documentation is submitted, the application will be rejected before
processing.

After the application is received, the Scholarship administrators will send you a confirmation. An administrator will
review and rank your application based on your need for assistance. All information you submit will be treated as
confidential and will be considered in the ranking.

Awarding Scholarships

After the deadline for applications, the Scholarship administrators will begin assigning scholarships to applicants
according to their ranking. Those applicants who qualify for a scholarship will be notified. After you are notified that
you have been selected to receive a scholarship, you will then have to provide proof that you can travel to the United
States before your Gay Games VII Scholarship will be official. If you will require a United States Visa to travel

to Chicago for the Gay Games, we recommend that you begin now to prepare the appropriate documents for that
application process — http://unitedstatesvisas.gov or contact a US consulate in your country.
